As much as Ziggy enjoyed Bahrain, he had
many more rewarding tours of service ahead
of him. In 1980, he was stationed in London,
England at the Fleet Ocean Surveillance Intel-
ligence Center. “It was a different experience,
I never wore a uniform. I wore a suit and tie
every day.” After London, Ziggy would spend
5 years in Washington, DC performing in
many different roles. Amongst them was work-
ing for the Chief of Naval Operations as an
Assistant Flag Writer as well as working for
the Defense Intelligence Agency.

In 1988, Ziggy’s career was
winding down, but one of his most
proudest moments was still in front
of him. At this point in his career,
Ziggy had returned to the Middle
East and was serving in Saudi Ara-
bia as part of the US Navy Detach-
ment - US Military Training Mission.
It was here that he assisted in train-
ing the Saudi Arabian Military on
minesweepers and patrol boats.
